Ultimately, our kerygmatic proclamation of the Word 
must lead us to an ever-deepening faith in our Lord 
Jesus Christ that allows us to see more clearly our 
interdependence as human beings and as brothers and 
sisters in Christ.

What is intended during the 3-Day Cursillo is the 
conversion of the person, so this will motivate the 
conversion of the social circle that surrounds their 
moveable square meter.

The Cursillo is not only a method that is applied during 
the 3-Days to communicate the Good News, but rather 
to facilitate a life in Christ in the place where Christ has 
planted us and this is accomplished through the best 
means which is  FRIENDSHIP. 
 
 
The only way of living a life that is stable, dynamic, and 
free is to live in friendship. Jesus Christ offers the world 
the relationship of friendship and invites us to relate to 

 
 
Total Security 
 
From the very beginning of the Cursillo, reference is 
made to the offer the Lord makes to us to live in Grace.  
During the 3-Day Cursillo, it is repeatedly stated that it 
is possible to live in Grace.  In the last idea or rollo of 
the Cursillo, a Total Security of friendship is offered.  
This message guarantees the possibility of living in 
Grace in the world during the Fourth Day because life in 
grace is beautiful; because people are important and 
because life is worth living.  The content of this Total 
Security is presented by means of friendship within two 
essential elements: the personal dimension and the 
social dimension that people have.  The Group Reunion 
focuses on the personal dimension and the social 
dimension is attained through the Ultreya. 
 
The Relationship of Friendship 
 
The reunion or relation is a natural instinct of every 
person.  All persons seek company for any act or 
activity, whether it is simple or profound, positive or

that the world offers a wide range of relationships.  But 
amongst the values of the world, it is difficult to find an

Types of Group Reunion 
 
The Method of Cursillo proposes two types of Group 
Reunion: (Structure of Ideas) 
 
1. With whom you want; where you share what you 
live, because you are friends. 
2. With whom you should; where you share what 
you share in common, because you are Christians, living 
in the same environment to share the experience. 
 
The personal or Friendship Group Reunion or with 
whom you want is the reunion of people through 
friendship. 
The Group Reunion is friendship taken to the realm of 
the transcendent, converted into a permanent grace, or in 
a succession of actual graces throughout our lives. 
 
The Group Reunion is sharing what each person lives in 
their area, or in their environment.  The Reunion is for 
sharing what is lived from the love of God and the love 
of neighbor.  
It is to place in common, every week, what each person 
lives separately in their environment, so that the others 
will truly listen, and take this into their life, because 
everything good, when shared, multiplies.

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It is so simple and clear that this method has given good 
results in so many people, that it should not be distorted 
with the good intentions of adapting and bringing it up 
to-date, nor should anything unnecessary be added.  The 
Group Reunion is what it is.

The functioning of a Group Reunion requires a certain 
and precise technique, supported by experience. While it 
should not be imposed as a set rule, neither should it be 
left to the discretion of its members. It should be 
understood first, that the most important thing is not the 
reunion, but the Group, that is, the Group of Friends. 
 

 The number in the group is 3-6 friends so that 
each retains their personality, sharing their opinion and 
being an active member of the Reunion. The smallness 
of the g

more difficult as the number increases. 
 

 The selection of the members of a Group 
Reunion should come from a criterion of absolute 
freedom so that each person freely chooses their Group 
Reunion.  It may be comprised of those having lived the 
same Cursillo as well as people from different Cursillos 
that choose each other for whatever reason. 

 What should govern in a Group Reunion is the 
principle of stability without feeling obligated.  Because 
the group is meeting with whom you want, a Group 
Reunion cannot be lived without total friendship. It is 
friendship that fosters closeness, understanding, 
generosity, admiration, respect, and joy. 

 Each member contributes to the Group Reunion, 
to the extent of their ability, their best: enthusiasm, 
dedication, and spirit of charity. 
 
Essential Elements of the Group 
 

 Regular Reunion  Persevering constancy in 
attending reunions has always proved to be a stabilizing 
factor.  Regular attendance is needed to maintain group 
and friendship. 

 Seriousness  We should take seriously the value 
of the group with a sense of its importance.

Frequency, Time, and Place 
 
The Reunion of the Group takes place: 
 

 Weekly  Meeting weekly helps the Group 
become a truly Christian friendship group.  

 Anytime  as fixed by the Group; keeping it the 
same time each week. 

 Anywhere  the Group decides where to meet. It 
should be a place where the group is not distracted or 
inhibited in carrying out the purpose of the reunion. 
 
These are characteristics without which the Group 
Reunion can hardly be sustained. The absence of any of 
these attributes will affect the very existence and 
perseverance of the Group Reunion. 
 
Likewise, it is necessary to have a disposition against 
the need to update the structure or intent of the Group 
Reunion.  The same thing happens to a Group Reunion 
as it does to the Cursillos: since the method is very 
simple, to many people, it seems fragile or outdated and 
therefore, they improperly modify parts of the Group 
Reunion method; adapting them to their taste and 
introducing novelties such as meditations, readings from 
Scripture or some pious text, basing the adaptation on a 
New Evangelization. 
 
Functioning Technique 
 
Just as a certain technique is necessary, it also requires a 
structure to be followed.  The Group Reunion has an 
agenda that should not be altered.  When changes are 
made that change its structure, the results may be very 
good and perhaps worthwhile, but it will not be a 
Cursillo Group Reunion.

We do not share with the 
group what the commitments are, because this is 
between God and each group member. Each member 
shares if they have fulfilled their commitments or not.

Introduction 
Living a Cursillo de Cursillos is presenting a wonderful 
experience for us as leaders in the Movement. We have 
come with our enthusiasm, dedication and spirit of 
charity as we did when we lived our Cursillo Weekend. 
We are embracing the opportunity to learn more deeply 
the foundational truths of our Movement, given to our 
founder, Eduardo Bonnín. 
 
 
History 
From the time of the first Cursillo Weekend in Cala 
Figuera in 1944 to the time of the first numbered 
Cursillo in 1949 in San Honorato, Cursillistas were 
quite naturally able to meet and share because numbers 
were not yet large. The Group Reunion was formalized 
in 1949 when many more Cursillos were held to ensure 
union with Christ and with the brothers. 
 
 
 
After formalizing the Group Reunion, it was observed 
that the small group while essential to the method did 
not allow for the coming together of the larger 
community of Cursillo.

The purpose 
was simply to encourage one another and to journey 
together in a joyous atmosphere, knowing they had 
shared the same weekend experience.
