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Purpose of Cursillo

The purpose of the Charism of Cursillo is directed
toward the PERSON, so that all men and women of the
world will know the Good News that “God loves them”.

The purpose of Cursillo is achieved by making disciples
who will build-up [structure] Christianity and by a
unique method based on the joyful proclamation of what
is fundamental to being Christian.

Simply stated, the purpose is to direct the Good News of
God’s love towards the person through the best means,
which is friendship. It’s about helping our friends to
become friends with Christ!

Fundamental Truths

The Cursillo Movement puts its emphasis above all on
these great truths of what is fundamental to being
Christian.

... to seek first the Kingdom of God . . . (Mt 6:33)

Today, what is fundamental for being a Christian is
presented as being the Kingdom of God — the
announcement with which Christ began His apostolic
ministry (Mk 1:15). What is fundamental is Christ, the
Son of God. The Cursillo Movement seeks the living out
of this Kingdom, according to the counsel of Christ.
“Seek first the Kingdom of God and His justice, and all
these other things will be given to you besides” (Mt
6:33).

In Luke’s Gospel 17:20-21 we read: “Once, on being
asked by the Pharisees when the kingdom of God would
come, Jesus replied, “The coming of the kingdom of
God is not something that can be observed, nor will
people say, ‘Here it is,” or ‘There it is,” because the
kingdom of God is within you (in your midst).”

... to Love God and love your neighbor as yourself. . .
(Mt. 22:36-39)

In response to the question about the first of the
commandments, Jesus says: “The first is, ‘Hear, O
Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is one; and you shall
love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all
your soul, and with all your mind, and with all your
strength.” The second is this, ‘You shall love your
neighbor as yourself.” There is no other commandment
greater than these. (CCC #2196)

“Teacher, what good deed must I do, to have eternal
life?” To the young man who asked this question, Jesus

answers first by invoking the necessity to recognize God

as the “One there is who is good,” as the supreme Good
and the source of all good. Then Jesus tells him: “If you

would enter life, keep the commandments.” And he cites

for his questioner the precepts that concern love of
neighbor: “You shall not kill, You shall not commit
adultery, You shall not steal, You shall not bear false
witness, Honor your father and mother.” Finally, Jesus
sums up these commandments positively: “You shall
love your neighbor as yourself.” (CCC #2052)

.. .to live a life in Christ

In Christ is revealed God, Creator and Savior. And in
Him we have our encounter with God the Father. Our
life is a living union with God in Christ and we work to
bring others into that same living union. (FI)

Incorporated into Christ by Baptism, Christians are
“dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus” and so
participate in the life of the Risen Lord. Following
Christ and united with him, Christians can strive to be
“imitators of God as beloved children, and walk in love”
by conforming their thoughts, words and actions to the

In grace is effected every conversion, every encounter
with God, every Christian community. (FI)

Grace is first and foremost the gift of the Spirit who
justifies and sanctifies us. But grace also includes the
gifts that the Spirit grants us to associate us with his
work, to enable us to collaborate in the salvation of
others and in the growth of the Body of Christ, the
Church.

... to live a life in Faith

“God has revealed Himself to human beings in Christ
made human” (Heb 1:1; Jn 1:14-18; Mt 11:25-27). Our
response to the God who reveals Himself in Christ is

faith. (FI)

Faith is an entirely free gift that God makes to man . . .

To live, grow, and persevere in the faith until the end we

must nourish it with the word of God; we must beg the
Lord to increase our faith; it must be “working through
charity,” abounding in hope, and rooted in the faith of
the Church. (CCC #162)

.. to live a life as Church

In accordance with the plan of Christ, the Church is the
place where one can encounter Him; and in Him, the
Father. (FI)

It is in the Church, in communion with all the baptized,

that the Christian fulfills his vocation. From the Church,
he receives the Word of God containing the teachings of

“the law of Christ.” From the Church, he receives the
grace of the sacraments that sustains him on the “way.”

From the Church, he learns the example of holiness and

recognizes its model and source in the all-holy Virgin
Mary; he discerns it in the authentic witness of those

By this everyone will know that you are my
disciples, if you love one another.” Simply stated,
apostolic action is exercising the power to love!
